It was launched on July 14,
2023. The mission achieved a historic milestone on August 23, 2023, by
successfully soft-landing on the Moon’s South Pole. It made India feel proud in
doing so. The mission aimed to showcase India’s ability to soft land on the lunar
surface and study the atmosphere.
The spacecraft included the Vikram lander, Pragyan rover and the space booster.
The lander and rover conducted various scientific experiments to explore the
lunar surface. With this success, India became the fourth country to land on the
Moon, displaying its advanced capabilities in space exploration and future lunar
missions. The failure of Chandrayaan-2’s lander in 2019 taught valuable lessons
that made Chandrayaan-3 a success. ISRO studied the issues, improved the
design, and tested systems more thoroughly. These effects led to a smoother and
more reliable landing. It taught a great lesson that ‘mistake is a great teacher’. As
a result, Chandrayaan-3’s successful landing on the moon made every Indian
proud to be cherished forever.
